The Department for Agriculture and Rural Development has published a consultation paper on a proposal to introduce compulsory testing of bovines for Bovine Viral Diarrhoea (BVD) along with a draft Impact Assessment and an Equality Screening document.

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The Consultation Paper


General background

What is Bovine Viral Diarrhoea (BVD)

1. BVD is maintained by a small population of cattle that become persistently infected (PI) with the virus. These PI animals are the major reservoir of BVD virus and become infected whilst in the uterus during early pregnancy. Such infections remain throughout the pregnancy and, after birth, for the lifetime of the animal. A PI mother will always give birth to a PI calf. 
2. When unaffected cattle are exposed to the virus, a natural immune reaction occurs and the virus can then be cleared. This process can take 3-4 weeks to occur during which time the animal is transiently infected. While a heifer or cow that becomes a transiently infected during early pregnancy can clear the virus the foetus cannot and becomes persistently infected.  PI calves often die prematurely with respiratory or enteric disease but may live a relatively normal life for several years; all the time, shedding large amounts of virus and acting as a reservoir of infection for in-contact cattle. Thus, PIs are the main and most significant source of infection of the BVD virus. 
3. The transiently infected animals while able to recover from the infection given time; will have been less efficient in terms of their productivity whether this be milk production or live weight gain and food conversion generally. 
4. The majority of PI animals die before reaching breeding age or slaughter weight from other infections (particularly scour and pneumonia). BVD virus persists in herds by creating further PI calves. Therefore identification and removal of PI cattle is the key to control. 
5. BVD is prevalent around the world and is common across most of Europe. It has been tackled successfully in Scandinavia, and compulsory eradication programmes are currently in place in Scotland and Ireland.

[bookmark: OLE_LINK10][bookmark: OLE_LINK11]Animal Health and Welfare NI (AHWNI) 

6. AHWNI is an industry-led, not-for-profit partnership between livestock producers, processors and animal health advisers. AHWNI’s remit covers diseases and conditions of cattle which are endemic in Northern Ireland, but which are not currently subject to regulation or coordinated programmes of control. Part funding to cover the period up to 31 March 2014 will be provided by the Department to help AHWNI to deliver its BVD programme and to develop a Johne’s control programme. 
7. AHWNI, through a cross-industry BVD Implementation Group, has initiated a voluntary BVD testing programme from 1 January 2013. This is similar to a voluntary programme which ran throughout 2012 in the south of Ireland, managed by an industry-led organisation known as Animal Health Ireland.  The aim of both organisations is the eradication of BVD. 
8. The voluntary BVD programme is based on testing ear punch samples for BVD virus collected using tissue sample-enabled official identity tags. It is designed to identify calves persistently infected (PI) with BVD virus as soon as possible after birth to enable their rapid culling. The programme seeks to prevent spread through trade, including imported cattle. 
9. The programme requires that each herd keeper will carry out tissue tag testing of calves for a three year period which is a model designed to identify all the PIs that exist in the entire herd. The model also includes a further three years of lower intensity surveillance.
10. In addition, a PI animal must not be moved off farm (sold) and should be isolated from other cattle until it is culled or slaughtered. This also applies to animals requiring follow up testing (see 4 above). PI animals are the main source of infection for cattle in their own and neighbouring herds.
Scotland

11. The Scottish Government has now introduced BVD legislation making BVD testing mandatory. It makes it compulsory for all breeding herds (and calves from non breeding herds) to have screening tests carried out annually. The legislation also makes it compulsory for the labs to send the test results to the Scottish Government who have just launched their national database enabling people to see the results of these tests. The Scottish Government intend to introduce further legislation on the control and movement of PIs.
England

12. England is a much less significant trading partner in cattle from Northern Ireland. The Department of Environment Food and Rural Affairs (DEFRA) is not currently involved directly with the eradication of BVD or on programmes to deal with other non-statutory diseases. 
13. Government intervention in England is primarily through the Rural Development Programme.  This programme offers initiatives which provide education awareness training on disease and welfare controls that could financially benefit farmers.
14. In addition, the Agriculture and Horticulture Development Board which is funded by farmers, growers and others in the supply chain through statutory levies, uses some of its funds to progress strategies to promote improvements in animal health and welfare through promotion of herd health planning and better bio-security for example. This has included provision of information and advice on dealing with non-statutory production diseases.
Ireland

15. In the south the Department of Agriculture Food and the Marine (DAFM) have brought in legislation to make BVD a notifiable disease since 1 January 2013.  Under their BVD programme, all calves born on or after 1 January 2013 must be tested for BVD and cannot be sold unless a negative test result is available in respect of the animal. Notification to test other suspect animals, such as the positive animal’s dams or the dam’s other progeny is also issued. These animals must be tested and may not move until a negative test result is available. DAFM has estimated that the annual on-farm losses resulting from BVD are approximately €102m.  The objective of the BVD Eradication programme is to eliminate these losses.
Government Role

16. Government intervention is only justified where there are strong public interest reasons to do so on behalf of society and where the market cannot on its own deliver policy objectives. It is therefore normal that government takes responsibility for diseases which are “notifiable” (i.e. any disease that is required by law to be reported to government authorities) but also where it might impact considerably on trade or on the overall economy in Northern Ireland.  
17. Diseases such as BVD impact at farm level through loss of production, but pose no significant risk to human health or to the national economy, and the impacts are felt primarily by individual producers. Action to reduce or eradicate production diseases such as BVD is therefore the responsibility of industry, particularly herd keepers, and until recently there had been no co-ordinated approach to dealing with these. 
Proposal for Compulsory BVD Testing
 
18. AHWNI and key industry stakeholders have asked the Department to consider introducing legislation to make the current voluntary BVD programme compulsory as from 1 January 2014 to help achieve eradication of BVD.
19. To allow the Department to make an informed decision as to whether legislation should be made to introduce compulsory BVD testing, the Department intends to seek the views of all stakeholders on the general principles for such a programme.  
20. The following principles would be included in future regulations:
· All newborn calves including dead, aborted or stillborn to be sampled and tested within 20 days of birth, at the herd keepers expense, using a tissue tag;
· Dam and cohorts of any PI calves to be tested, at the herd keepers expense;
· No calves born after commencement of legislation will be allowed to be sold, transferred from the herd of birth until a negative BVD test result is received;
· PI animals are only allowed to move from the herd they are confirmed in:
i. for disposal as an animal by product, or
ii. directly to slaughter to an approved abattoir;
· Controls at markets to ensure positive and non-tested bovines are not traded; and
· It is an offence not to comply with any requirements of legislation.
21. Should the Department decide, following this consultation, to introduce such legislation, it must be emphasized that this would be to support industry and AHWNI in their efforts to eradicate BVD and not for the Department to take responsibility for eradication of BVD.
Confirmatory Testing
22. One of the proposals set out in the draft legislation is to place movement restrictions (except direct to slaughter) on any bovine born after commencement of the legislation and until they test negative for BVD. As such, herd keepers may wish to have a second “confirmatory” test carried out by a Private Veterinary Practitioner (PVP) to confirm that the calf is a PI prior to taking the calf to slaughter.  
23. Under the current voluntary programme, herd keepers are required to test additional animals in the herd where they have been notified of a suspected PI. In such cases, testing would be carried out using blood samples administered by a PVP, at the expense of the herd keeper, and allowing for a sample to be taken from the dam. If the dam is found positive, its offspring are considered to be PI until they are tested and found negative. This ensures that all PI animals are identified and removed as quickly as possible. Disposal of such PI animals would be at the herdkeepers expense.
The potential economic impact of these proposals

24. A draft Regulatory Impact Assessment (RIA) has been drawn up which considers the potential economic impact of the proposals for mandatory BVD testing and is enclosed for consideration and comment.
Potential impact of these proposals on different groups

25. Section 75 of the NI Act 1998 requires the Department of Agriculture and Rural Development to have due regard to the promotion of equality of opportunity.  The need for an Equality Impact Assessment (EQIA) has been considered through the use of an Equality Screening document (copy enclosed) which has concluded that there is no need for an EQIA.  
Draft Regulations
26. Draft Regulation “The Diseases of Animals (Bovine Viral Diarrhoea) (Northern Ireland) order 2013” has been drawn up for a proposed mandatory BVD testing programme and is attached at Annex A for your consideration and comment.

 A person who has a bovine born on or after 1 January 2013 in their possession or their control shall no later than 20 days after the birth of the bovine—
take a sample from the bovine using a tissue tag or supplementary tag; and 
shall as soon as possible, but in any event within such period, as recommended by the designated laboratory to which it is to be submitted submit the sample to that designated laboratory for testing for the bovine viral diarrhoea virus.

Where sampling or re-sampling is not possible 
Where a person having possession or control of a bovine which is required to be sampled under Article 3, 4 or 5 is unable to take a valid sample from the bovine, they shall immediately notify this fact to the Department or person nominated by the Department to receive such information.

— A person shall not move or cause or permit another person to move a bovine born on or after 1 January 2013 or from which a sample has been taken under this Order or in respect of which a notice has been issued under Article 8, from the place where it is situated except—

directly to slaughter at an establishment approved for that purpose under Regulation 4 of the European Communities (Food and Feed Hygiene) Regulations 2009, or
under permit issued by the Minister for Agriculture and Rural Development, unless and until—
the result of analysis of a sample taken from the bovine is negative for the presence of bovine viral diarrhoea virus and 
the result of the test has been communicated to the person having charge of the bovine.
A person shall not have in his or her possession or under his or her control, sell or supply a bovine that has been moved in contravention of paragraph (1).
Public sale of bovines
 A person including a person who operates or acts as an auctioneer at a livestock mart, shall not offer a bovine born on or after 1 January 2013 or a bovine which has been tested for the bovine viral diarrhoea virus under this Order for sale at a public sale unless during the sale—
 the name and full address of the registered owner or person in charge of the herd from which the bovine is being offered for sale, and
the date and the result of the test, is placed on view by means of an electronic visual display that is clearly legible to each person present at or in the immediate vicinity of the sales ring where the bovine is being offered for sale.
